What makes it a good place
for business: The excellent
food, service, atmosphere
and location make Liliana's
the perfect place for a busi-
ness lunch or dinner.

For a real
treat, try the two together!

About the staff: The staff is
always courteous and prompt,
but what makes Liliana's
unigue is the personal touch
that Executive Chef Dave
Heide brings. On occasion,
Dave will stop by tables in the
restaurant, with or without
his daughter Liliana (the
restaurant’s namesake) to say
hi and see how your meal is.

Cost: The prices are very reasonable,
particularly for the quality of food pre-
pared. Lunch sandwiches are under
$10 and entrees under $15, while
dinner selections are $18 or less. W
